o To create any angle from 0° to 90°.

. Where space is restricted and our standard bends (as above) cannot be used.

Mi-Flues
System 1 should be fitted at least three times the diameter of the pipe away from any combustible
materials.

Fitting instructions
Fit the male end downwards as MI-flues System 1
indicated by the flue gas directional Connecting Flue
arrow on the product. Then twist the Pipe

segments (one at a time) in order to
achieve the desired angle ensuring it is
not in breach of the current Building
Regulations (45° off the vertical).

When the desired angle is achieved
seal the male and female joints using
Mi-Flues high temperature sealant
(rated to 1000°C).

A support component (half bracket)
should be used directly above the
adjustable bend. An adjustable bend Product Code | Description

should not be subjected to any weight 1-125-90ADJ | 125mm System 1 0-90° Adjustable Bend
from the components above it.
